Hand washing is one of the most
important actions that can be taken
to prevent the transfer of microor-
ganisms from one person to another
person. Hand washing removes mi-
croorganisms from the fold and
grooves of the skin by lifting and rins-
ing them from the skin surface. In
the Salon, hands should be washed
before and after each service. At the
end of the day, hand should be thor-
oughly washed to prevent carrying
microorganisms outside of the salon.

®  Avoid bar soap, since it is more likely to
become contaminated with bacteria.

®  Antibacterial soaps are more likely to kill
resident microorganisms in deeper layers
of the skin than plain soap or detergents.

®  Antibacterial soaps may also have
“residual benefits”. Test data will deter-
mine if the product inhibits the growth of
resident micro-organisms for prolonged
periods of time.

PEDICURE SEASON IMPORTANT THINGS TO REMEMBER!!
e Pedi spa must be cleaned and disinfected after each client.

e Pumice stones are not reusable they must be discarded after one
use.

e (Can't store client implements in individual bags or boxes.
e Credo blades or implements with blades can’t be used.

e Implements: know the difference in those that can be disinfected
and the ones that have to be disposed of.

e Make sure that Pedi spa disinfection standards are posted and fol-
lowed. For a copy of the standards contact the Board of Cosmetol-
ogy.

e Remind clients not to shave their legs directly before a pedicure.

e Disinfection classes are available, if interested call the Board of Cos-
metology for available dates.

The following Is an excerpt from a
recent article in Beauty Link magazine by
Kirby Morris, member of the Wyoming
Board of Cosmetology.

“We have absolutely no control over the
most significant change our industry has
experienced. This is the change and evo-
lution of bacteria and viruses. This has
created new need for regulation and
education. It was six years of teaching
instructors  about  Methicillin-Resistant
Staphylococcus Arius (MRSA) before it
finally hit Virginia and caused a public
school system to shut down. Now I find
myself talking about Vancomycin Resis-
tant Enterococci (VRE), this is the next
generation of deadly super bugs or multi-
ple drugresistant organisms(MDROs).
These are so dangerous that they can Kkill
a human in less than five days and are
spread by hand-to-hand contact (as well
as on drapes, towels, chairs, door han-
dles, etc.). These, as well as the Strepto-
cocci Necrotizing Fasciitis (flesh-eating
disease) and Herpetic Keratoconjunctivitis
(herpes of the eye), are all things that can
be spread in salons, schools and spas.
The things we teach our students about
these health issues can make or break
them in the world outside our schools.”
